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HHS Awards Overview

In FY 2016, the Department of Health and Human Services administered more grant dollars ttieer &lderal

agencies combined. HHS awards formula/block, entitlement, discretionary grant awards and cooperative agreements.
HHS awarded approximately $462 billion in grants for FY 2016. This included $55 billion in discretionary awards and
$407 billion m formula/block and entitlement awards.

CMS, which administers the Medicare and Medicaid Programs, awarded 78%, or $362 billion of the total HHS grants
fund; however, these awards are less than 2% of the total number of grants awarded by HHS.

ACF had theecond highest percentage of total HHS grant funds awarded at over 20%, or $51 billion. This represented
about 9% of the total number of grants awarded. NIH, which awarded about 4%, or nearly $24 billion, of the total HHS
grant funds, accounted for 65% tbfe total number of HHS grants.
